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ALL INDIA WEATHER SUMMARY AND FORECAST BULLETIN

Significant Weather Features

¢ Further advance of southwest monsoon into remaining parts of Rajasthan, west Uttar Pradesh, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi and Punjab
is likely to be slow as large scale features are not favourable and the forecast wind pattern by the numerical models do not indicate any
favourable condition for sustained rainfall over the region during the forecast period.

¢ Under the influence of a Low pressure area over southeast Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood; fairly widespread to widespread rainfall with
isolated heavy to very heavy falls very likely over East Uttar Pradesh & Bihar during next 24 hours and significant reduction in rainfall
activity thereafter.

¢ Under the influence of a Western Disturbance as a trough in mid tropospheric levels and monsoonal easterlies; widespread rainfall with
isolated heavy falls very likely over Uttarakhand during next 24 hours and significant reduction in rainfall activity thereafter.

¢ Moderate to severe thunderstorms accompanied by frequent cloud to ground lightning very likely over East Uttar Pradesh and Bihar
during next 24 hours. This may cause injuries leading to casualties to people and animals staying outdoors.at mest places over Uttarakhand,
West Bengal & Sikkim, Bihar, East Uttar Pradesh, Arunachal Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Konkan & Goa,
Gujarat state, Chhattisgarh, Kerala & Mahe, Lakshadweep and Coastal & North Interior Karnataka; at many places over West Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand,
Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh, South Interior Karnataka; at a few places over Himachal Pradesh, Odisha, Madhya Maharashtra,Madhya Pradesh and at isolated
places over Jammu & Kashmir, Ladakh, Gilgit-Baltistan & Muzaffarabad, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi, Rajasthan, Marathawada, Coatsal Andhra
Pradesh, Telangana, Rayalaseema and Tamilnadu, Puducherry & Karaikal.

Region, and Kerala & Mahe; at a few places over East Uttar Pradesh, Assam & Meghalaya, West madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha and
Saurashtra & Kutch and at isolated places over west Uttar Pradesh, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Odisha, Jharkhand,
Chbhattisgarh, East Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, south interior Karnataka, Lakshadweep and Telangana.

+ Rainfall recorded (from 0830 hours IST to 1730 hours IST of today)(2 cm or more):Patna, Baroda (AP), Supaul, Bhagalpur, Krishna
Nagar, Ranchi, Valprai, and Hanovar-2 each; Motihari, Kalimpong and Shanti Niketan-3 each; Rajkot and Bhaunagar-5 each.

¢ Thunderstorm observed (from 0830 hours IST to 1730 hrs IST of today)): at many places over Gangetic west Bengal; at isolated places over Jammu &
Kashmir, Ladakh, Gilgit-Baltistan & Muzaffarabad, Odisha, Coastal Karnataka, Jharkhand, West Rajasthan, East Uttar Pradesh and Kerala & Mahe.

¢ Maximum Temperature Departures as on 20-06-2021: Maximum temperatures are above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at most places over Tamil Nadu and
Kerala & Mahe; at many places over Konkan & Goa and Andaman & Nicobar Islands; at a few places over Odisha and at isolated places over Assam &
Meghalaya and Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam. They are markedly below normal (-5.1°C and less) at most places over Bihar and East Uttar Pradesh; at
many places over Uttarakhand and West Uttar Pradesh; appreciably below normal (-3.1°C to -5.0°C) at many places over West Madhya Pradesh and Gujarat
Region; at a few places over Gangetic West Bengal and at isolated places over Saurashtra & Kutch and below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at most places over
Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and East Rajasthan; at many places over Jammu & Kashmir, Ladakh, Gilgit-Baltistan &
Muzaffarabad, Himachal Pradesh and East Madhya Pradesh and at a few places over West Rajasthan and Coastal Karnataka and near normal over rest parts of
the country. Today, the highest maximum temperature of 41.4°C is reported at Ganganagar (West Rajasthan).

¢ Minimum Temperature Departures as on 20-06-2021: Minimum temperatures are above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at isolated places over Odisha, Coastal
Andhra Pradesh & Yanam and Andaman & Nicobar Islands. They are appreciably below normal (-3.1°C to -5.0°C) at isolated places over Haryana,
Chandigarh & Delhi, Uttar Pradesh, Saurashtra & Kutch, East Madhya Pradesh, Telangana; below normal (-1.6°C to -3.0°C) at most places over Coastal
Karnataka, Gujarat Region and Bihar; at many places over East Rajasthan, Chhattisgarh and Vidarbha; at isolated places over Jammu & Kashmir, Ladakh,
Gilgit-Baltistan & Muzaffarabad,Gangetic West Bengal, Tamilnadu, Puducherry & Karaikal and Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura and near normal
over rest parts of the country. The lowest minimum temperature of 17.6°C reported at Seoni (East Madhya Pradesh) over the plains of the country.

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Meteorological Analysis (Based on 1730 hours IST)

¢ The northern Limit of southwest monsoon (NLM) continues to pass through Lat. 26°N / Long. 70°E, Barmer, Bhilwara, Dholpur,
Aligarh, Meerut, Ambala and Amritsar.

¢ Further advance of southwest monsoon into remaining parts of Rajasthan, West Uttar Pradesh, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi and Punjab
is likely to be slow as large scale features are not favourable and the forecast wind pattern by the numerical models do not indicate any
favourable condition for sustained rainfall over the region during the forecast period.

¢ The Low pressure area over southeast Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood with the associated cyclonic circulation extending upto mid
tropospheric levels persists.

¢ The trough from northwest Rajasthan to northeast Bay of Bengal across south Haryana, center of low pressure area over southeast Uttar
Pradesh & neighbourhood, north Jharkhand and Gangetic West Bengal extending upto 1.5 km above mean sea level persists.

¢ The off shore trough at mean sea level from south Maharashtra coast to north Kerala coast persists.

¢ A fresh Western Disturbance as a trough in mid & upper tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km above mean sea level runs
roughly along Long. 64°E to the north of Lat. 28°N.

¢ The cyclonic circulation over Haryana & neighbourhood extending upto 1.5 km above mean sea level persists.

¢ The cyclonic circulation over south Gujarat & neighbourhood between 3.1 & 5.8 km above mean sea level tilting southwestwards with
height persists.

¢ The Western Disturbance as a trough in mid & upper tropospheric westerlies with its axis at 5.8 km above mean sea level roughly along
Long. 72°E to the north of Lat. 25°N has moved away east-northeastwards.
