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SVAMITVA (Survey of Villages and Mapping with 
Improvised Technology in Village Areas) has 
been envisioned as a Central Sector Scheme to 
provide an integrated inhabited(abadi) property 
ownership solution for rural India. The Pilot Phase 
of the Scheme was launched by the Hon’ble Prime 
Minister on 24th April 2020 on the occasion of 
the National Panchayati Raj Day. 

The demarcation of rural inhabited land is done 
using Drone Surveying technology with the 
collaborative efforts of the Ministry of Panchayati 
Raj, Survey of India, National Informatics Centre 
(NIC), State Revenue Departments and State 
Panchayati Raj Departments. This will provide 
the ‘record of rights’ to village household owners 
in the form of Property Cards/Title Deeds.

Introduction
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Since independence, government surveys of 
rural land have been restricted to agricultural 
land. In several states the inhabited areas of 
villages – known as “abadi” land in Uttar Pradesh 
and Madhya Pradesh, “lal dora” land in Punjab 
and Haryana, “gaothan” land in Maharashtra and 
Gujarat, among others – have largely remained 
out of the purview of such surveys. 

As a result, many village communities across India 
do not possess record of rights, and their claim 
of ownership over land in “abadi” area depends 
largely on their actual possession of the property. 

In the absence of a legal document, the owners 
of the properties in the rural areas are not able 
to utilize their own property as a financial asset 
for the purpose of availing loans from banks. 

Therefore, to provide the right of the property to 
the household owner backed by the amendments 
in State Land Revenue Code/Acts, there is a need 
to use technology to provide benefits to the rural 
households.
