A demand-based model leads to unpredictable allocations and mismatched budgetin
Normative funding aligns the scheme with the budgeting model used for mo
Government of India schemes, without reducing the employment guarantee, throuyg
the use of objective parameters, ensuring predictable and rational planning whi
